Each 8th grade student is provided with an

Academy laptop (to be used at school) while 9th

grade students are required to bring their own laptop

of choice to school (to be used both in class and at

home). Students in all Upper School grades may

use their own personal computers if they wish. In

addition, we offer the following services to students of

all ages:
