May 1, 2012
Applications submitted on time will be considered 
for the 2012-13 academic year.  The selection 
committee’s decisions will be communicated to all 
applicants by July 31.  Students selected as 
IB Diploma Scholars will have until August 15
to accept the award.

STUDYING AT 
HARRISBURG ACADEMY

OPPORTUNITY — Up to four $7,500 scholarships; 
Merit-based, 2-year award
Scholarships are available for both new and returning 
students

Eligible applicants Current 10th graders who are planning to 
become IB Diploma Candidates at Harrisburg Academy.  
The award will cover the cost of IB Program fees and will 
provide support for summer study, domestic or international, for 
the summer after 11th grade.  The remaining funds will be 
applied towards tuition for 12th grade.

Requirements The Travel/Study stipend must directly benefit 
the student’s specific course of study as an IB Diploma
Candidate at Harrisburg Academy.  Summer programs in the 
United States or worldwide are eligible for consideration.

This merit-based scholarship program will not affect need-
based applications for financial aid.  All IB Scholarship 
applicants are encouraged to apply for financial aid. 

The Director of Admission and Financial Aid will administer 
the IB Scholarship program and will ensure anonymity 
throughout the scholarship application review and 
selection process.
